BATTERY CONNECTION

Battery Connection (If Applicable)

Use a 12V and more than 18AH battery. Connect its positive lead to the start
relay terminal while connecting the negative lead to the engine mounting
screw, base screw, or other grounding point with the engine (See the following
picture).

Check the battery’s connecting point; make sure that it is tight and not rusted.
If rusted, clean and connect.

CHECKING THE OIL LEVEL

1. Remove the dipstick and clean it with a dry towel.

2. Reinsert the dipstick into the oil filling hole without screwing it in, remove
it. The oil level can be determined by seeing how much of the dipstick is
covered in oil.

3. If the oil level is too low, add the recommended engine oil up to the ap-
propriate level. Do not add oil if the oil within the engine is old or in poor
condition. Drain and change the oil instead.

4. Reinstall the dipstick once you are done checking the level.

Running with insufficient engine oil may damage the gasoline engine. This is not
covered by warranty.

AIR CLEANER

Dismantle the air cleaner cover and check its element to ensure it is clean and
in good condition. Clean or replace it as necessary.

Never run the engine without an air filter. Severe wear and tear may occur as a result.
This damage is not covered by warranty.

FUEL RECOMMENDATION
1. Remove the fuel tank cap and check fuel level.

2. If the level is too low, refuel the tank. Remember to add fuel below the fuel
shoulder.

% Gasoline is extremely flammable and is explosive under certain
conditions.

4. Start the Engine

Recoil Starter: Turn the engine switch to the “ON” (OPEN) position. Pull the
starter grip lightly until resistance is felt, then pull briskly.

Don't allow the starter grip to snap back against the engine. Return it gently
to prevent damage to the starter.

Electric Starter (if applicable): Turn the engine switch to the “START” posi-
tion, and hold it there until the gasoline engine starts. When the
engine starts, allow the engine switch to return to the “ON” position.

Do not use the starter for more than 5 seconds or starter motor damage
may occur.

RUNNING THE ENGINE

Running the Engine
1. Once the engine is warm (after about 10-15 seconds of running), move the

choke back to the OPEN position.

2. Move the throttle lever to proper position to make the gasoline engine run
at required velocity. Our engines are factory-tested at full throttle, so they
can be consistently used at that level.

ENGINE OIL ALARM

The engine oil alarm is designed to function when the engine oil in the crankcase
is insufficient. Lack of engine oil may damage the engine.

Once oil level in the crankcase is too low, the engine oil alarm will stall

the engine automatically to reduce damage while the engine

switch is still at “ON”.

HIGH ALTITUDE OPERATION

High Altitude Operation

At high altitude, the standard air-fuel mixture will be too rich.

Performance will decrease and fuel consumption will increase. A very

rich mixture will also foul the spark plug and cause hard starting. High

altitude performance can be improved by specific modifications to the
carburetor. If you always operate your engine at altitudes above 1000

meters, have your servicing dealer perform the necessary modifications (not
covered under warranty).

Modified engines applicable to altitude may be seriously damaged in areas
below an altitude of 1000 meters due to overheating. This is because the
mixture ratio is too lean for operation in a low altitude area. Operation at
altitudes below 1000 meters with a modified carburetor may cause the engine
to overheat and result in serious engine damage. This damage is not covered
under warranty.

EXHAUST CONTROL SYSTEM

Exhaust Control System

With the engine running, carbon monoxide, oxide of nitrogen and hydrocarbon
will be produced. In certain conditions, oxide of nitrogen and hydrocarbon will

chemically react to each other to produce carbon monoxide, an odorless toxic
gas. As a result, exhaust control is very important.

To keep the exhaust of your engine in line with emission standards, ensure
that you perform regular maintenance.

1. MAINTENANCE

Maintain the engine periodically in accordance with the maintenance schedule
listed on the following page. The maintenance schedule is designed for normal
use in normal conditions. If used under heavy load, dusty/wet conditions, or in
high temperature, the engine should be serviced more frequently.

2. PROBLEMS AFFECTING EXHAUST EMISSIONS

« Difficult starting or stopping.

« Unstable idle speed.

» Black exhaust or high fuel consumption.
» Poor ignition sparks or backfire.

» Advanced ignition.

MAINTENANCE

REPLACING ENGINE OIL

1. Drain the engine oil rapidly and completely when the engine is hot.
Remember that hot surfaces can cause burns.

2. Unscrew the oil cap and drain plug to drain engine oil thoroughly. Reinstall
the drain plug and screw in securely.

3. Fill the engine with SAE 10W30 oil up to the upper level mark.

4. Reinstall the oil filler cap.

NOTICE

Do not dump oil containers or discarded engine oil into garbage boxes or onto the
ground. For environmental protection, we suggest you take discarded engine oil in a
closed container to a local recycling station.

AIR FILTER MAINTENANCE

Adirty air filter can restrict air flowing into the carburetor. To keep

the carburetor in good working condition, ensure that you service the air
filter at regular intervals. If operating the engine in an extremely dusty area,
maintenance must be performed more frequently.

AWARNING

/ Never clean the air cleaner element with gasoline or low
= flash-point detergents, or explosion may occur.

Never run the engine without an air filter. Dirt and dust entering the engine
can cause premature wear and tear.

MAINTENANCE

1. Remove the air filter cover and take the element out.

2. Paper element: Wash the element with home detergents and warmwater
(or non-flammable or high flash-point cleansing solvents) and dry. Foam
element: Soak in clean engine oil until saturated. Squeeze out excess oil.
Otherwise, the engine will smoke in starting stage.

3. Clean the air cleaner cover and inner surface with a wet cloth. Be careful
not to allow dust to enter the carburetor.

4. Reinstall the element and put the air cleaner cover on.

SPARK PLUG

Spark plug type: BPR6ES (NGK) or NHSP LD F7RTC

In order to ensure normal running, the gap of the spark plug must

be correct and there should be no deposits around the spark plug.

1. Remove the spark plug cap.

2. Clear away dirt around the spark plug base.

3. Dismantle the spark plug with a spark plug wrench.

4. Visually check the spark plug. Clean with a steel brush. If the insulator is
damaged, replace the spark plug.

5. Measure the spark plug clearance with a feeler. The clearance should be
0.7~0.8mm. If adjustment is necessary, bend the electrode carefully. This
may need to be done by a service technician.

6. Check if the spark plug gasket is in good condition. In order to avoid cross
threading, screw in by hand.

7. Screw in the spark plug to the bottom first by hand and then screw in by a
spark plug wrench and compress the gasket.

« If a new spark plug is used, twist 1/2 turns after compressing the gasket.
 If reinstalling the used spark plug, twist 1/8-1/4 turns.

AWARNING

To avoid burns, do not touch the muffler.

The spark plug must be tightened securely, or it may become very
hot and cause damage to the engine.

TRANSPORT AND STORAGE

Transport and Storage
Transport with the fuel valve turned to the “OFF” position. Transport or store
the engine when it is cool to avoid burns or fire.

To avoid spills, do not place the engine on an incline. Spilled fuel or fuel
vapors may ignite and cause a fire.

If the engine is not kept in use for a long time, be sure to store it properly.

1. Make sure the storage area is dry and free of dust.

2. Turn the fuel valve to the “OFF” position and place a fuel container under
the carburetor (as shown below).

3. Open the fuel valve to completely drain gasoline out of the fuel tank.

4. Reinstall the drain plug, ensuring that it is tight.

% Fuel is extremely flammable and explosive under certain
conditions.

5. Drain the oil out of the engine. Refer to maintenance section for instruc-
tions on how to do so.

6. Remove the spark plug. Add approximately 1 tablespoon of fresh engine
oil onto the cylinder. Crank the engine to distribute engine oil evenly. Rein-
stall the spark plug.

7. Electric starter: Remove the battery and store in dry and cool area. Charge
once every month.

8. Cover the engine to prevent dust from entering.

EMISSIONS CONTROL WARRANTY STATEMENT

YOUR WARRANTY RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

The California Air Resources Board, the United States Environmental Protection Agency
and Chongqing Rato Technology Co., Ltd. (Rato), are pleased to xplain the exhaust
and evaporative emissions (“emissions”) control system warranty on your 2019/2020
small off-road engine/equipment.

In California, new equipment that use small off-road engines must be designed, built,
and equipped to meet the State’s stringent anti-smog standards. Rato must warrant the
emissions control system on your small off-road engine/equipment for the period listed
below provided there has been no abuse, neglect or improper maintenance of your
small off-road engine/equipment leading to the failure of the emissions control system.

Your emissions control system may include parts such as the carburetor or fuel-injection
system, the ignition system, catalytic converter, fuel tanks, fuel lines (for liquid fuel

and fuel vapors), fuel caps, valves, canisters, filters, clamps and other associated
components. Also included may be hoses, belts, connectors, and other emission-related
assemblies.

Where a warrantable condition exists, Rato will repair your small off-road engine/
equipment at no cost to you including diagnosis, parts and labor.

MANUFACTURER’S WARRANTY COVERAGE

The exhaust and evaporative emissions control system on your small off-road engine/
equipment is warranted for two years. If any emissions-related part on your small off-
road engine/equipment is defective, the part will be repaired or replaced by Rato.

OWNER’S WARRANTY RESPONSIBILITIES

As the small off-road engine/equipment owner, you are responsible for performance of
the required maintenance listed in your owner’s manual. Rato recommends that you
retain all receipts covering maintenance on your small off-road engine/equipment, but
Rato cannot deny warranty coveage solely for the lack of receipts or for your failure to
ensure the performance of all scheduled maintenance.

As the small off-road engine/equipment owner, you should however be aware that Rato
may deny your warranty coverage if your small off-road engine/equipment or a part has
failed due to abuse, neglect, or improper maintenance or unapproved modifications.

You are responsible for presenting your small off-road engine/equipment to a Rato
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distribution center or service center as soon as the problem exists. The warranty repairs
shall be completed in a reasonable amount of time, not to exceed 30 days.

DEFECTS WARRANTY REQUIREMENTS

A - The warranty period begins on the date the small off-road engine/equipment is
delivered to an ultimate purchaser.

B - General Emissions Warranty Coverage. Rato warrants to the ultimate purchaser and
each subsequent owner that the engine or equipment is:

1. Designed, built, and equipped so as to conform with all applicable regulations
adopted by the Air Resources Board; and

2. Free from defects in materials and workmanship that causes the failure of a
warranted part for a period of two years.

C - The warranty on emission-related parts will be interpreted as follows:

1. Any warranted part that is not scheduled for replacement as required maintenance
in the written instructions must be warranted for the warranty period defined in
Subsection (b)(2). If any such part fails during the period of warranty coverage, it
must be repaired or replaced by Rato according to Subsection (4) below. Any such
part repaired or replaced under the warranty must be warranted for the remaining
warranty  period.

2. Any warranted part that is scheduled only for regular inspection in the written
instructions must be warranted for the warranty period defined in Subsection (b)

(2). A statement in such written instructions to the effect of “repair or replace as
necessary” shall advise owners of the warranty coverage for emissions related parts.
Replacement within the warranty period is covered by the warranty and will not
reduce the period of warranty coverage. Any such part repaired or replaced under
warranty must be warranted for the remaining warranty period.

3. Any warranted part that is scheduled for replacement as required maintenance in
the written instructions must be warranted for the period of time prior to the first
scheduled replacement point for that part. If the part fails prior to the first scheduled
replacement, the part must be repaired or replaced by Rato according to Subsection
(4) below. Any such part repaired or replaced under warranty must be warranted for
the remainder of the period prior to the first scheduled replacement point for the part.

4. Repair or replacement of any warranted part under the warranty provisions must be
performed at no charge to the owner at a warranty station.
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WARRANTY

Notwithstanding the provisions of Subsection (4) above, warranty services or
repairs must be provided at distribution centers that are franchised to service the
subject engine/equipment.

The owner must not be charged for diagnostic labor that leads to the determination
that a warranted part is in fact defective, provided that such diagnostic work is
performed at a warranty station.

Rato is liable for damages to other engine/equipment components proximately
caused by a failure under warranty of any warranted part.

Throughout the emissions control system’s warranty period set out in subsection
(b)(2), Rato must maintain a supply of warranted parts sufficient to meet the
expected demand for such parts and must obtain additional parts if that supply is
exhausted.

Manufacturer-approved replacement parts that do not increase the exhaust or
evaporative emissions of the engine or emissions control system must be used

in the performance of any warranty maintenance or repairs and must be provided
without charge to the owner. Such use will not reduce the warranty obligations of
Rato.

Add-on or modified parts that are not exempted by the Air Resources Board

may not be used. The use of any non-exempted add-on or modified parts will be
grounds for disallowing a warranty claim. Rato will not be liable to warrant failures
of warranted parts caused by the use of a non-exempted add-on or modified part.
Rato issuing the warranty shall provide any documents that describe that warranty
procedures or policies within five working days of request by the Executive Officer.
